v Provide access to databases and directories of verified academic journals, such as the Directory of Open 

Access Journals (DOAJ) and other open-access Platforms provided by the ADU Library.

Open Access



The influence of open science on academic libraries is profound, requiring changes in 

services, resources, and policies. Over the next five years, Abu Dhabi University 

Library plans to foster open science policies and practices both within its community 

and on a national level. This includes backing open access mandates, encouraging open 

data initiatives, and advocating for the adoption of open science principles throughout 

the academic community.
